Be aware of the weight of the syllable in
sentence and question formations. I believe that the stress on the wrong syllable
unfortunately led to a deduction of points.
Try to speak slowly rather than too fast as it can lead to incoherence.
Enunciate the final position of your words.
Another aspect is the use of choral speaking. At times it can be disjointed, nor in sync,
which can lead to incoherence.
All in all, however, a brilliant display of English ability and all participants should be

proud of their efforts.
