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Two factors are essential: “what to say”and““how to say it”in reader’s theater.
I.  What to say: contestants need to fully understand the script content and
present the content in appropriate tone, mood and emotions.
II. How to say it:
1. Make sure you know how to pronounce the words, the phrases, slowly
good tempo, pitch, speed.
2. Project your voice and use facial expressions and gesture to show
theatrical effect.
3. Make sure how to engage the audience by using eye contact, vocal
expressions.
