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Make sure you know how to properly pronounce words that repeat often
in the song. Some words that were mispronounced were: world, Ill,
We’re, universe.

A lot of ending sounds were missing in words like: home, I'm, time, I'll,
etc. make sure mouths close for words that end in “m” or “b.”

Try to project your voices at an acceptable level. Some groups were
too loud, and some were a little too soft. It should be enjoyable for the
judges to hear.

Sometimes the actions can be distracting and actually take away from
the overall performance, especially loud clapping.

Make sure the students’ mouths move in a way that shows they are
correctly enunciating the words.
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Make sure you always sing; try not to chant or worse yet shout. Try to
make it enjoyable for the judges.

Make sure everyone knows how to pronounce words that repeat often in
your song. Some words that were often mispronounced were: world,
I’'m, time, up, come, down.

Many English words have important ending sounds, but many were not
pronounced. This really affects the pronunciation.

Try to always show positive energy and smile!
