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6. Please focus on connective speech and that words can be clipped or blended
together in a sentence. Too many words were spoken in isolation.

7. Final position sounds need to be enunciated for example wolf and can’t.

8. Differentiate before long and short vowels in your speech pattern.
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Project your voices loudly. There were some great examples of voice
projection but unfortunately we couldn’t hear the pronunciation some as they
mumbled or spoke too quietly.
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
